BE SAFE/BE HAPPY

Question #1:  Which is bigger, a car or a train?  Can it stop fast?   �Answer: A train is bigger and cannot stop quickly


Question #2:   Why do cars and bikes have to stop at railroad tracks?  �Answer: Make sure it’s safe to cross. 


Question #3    What can cars do that trains can’t do?  �Answer: Swerve; stop quickly; stop for pedestrians, etc.


OTHER MESSAGES:


A train can weigh as much as 4000 cars. 


A train crushes a car like a car crushes a drink can. 


A train has the right of way over cars and pedestrians.





 














Question #1: Do cars go slower or faster when they are near a school?


	Answer: They are SUPPOSED to go slower. It’ the law.





Question #2: Do people always slow down in school zones?  �Answer:  No.  Always be careful.





Question #3: Why did they make this a law?�Answer:  To protect kids.  To make drivers pay better attention and be able to stop faster.





Incorporate your own safety questions about school zones!?   





Question #1: Should you walk or run across the street?  Why?   �Answer:  Walk (So you don’t trip and fall down) and    hold someone’s hand. 


Question #2: Are crosswalks always safe? �Answer:   No!  There are no guarantees.  


Question #3 What’s the safe way to cross, using your eyes first? �Answer:   Look left, right, left again.


 Incorporate your own pedestrian safety questions/messages!?  (Wearing bright clothing to be seen.  Staying alert.  Following signals at metered intersections, etc)       

















Question #1:    What does this sign mean?


	Answer:  STOP.  Red on signs means traffic should stop.  


Question #2:   What do the RED/YELLOW/GREEN mean on a traffic light?


	Answer:   RED means stop, YELLOW use caution (be careful), GREEN means okay to go.   





Incorporate your own safety message/question (examples)


Never run into a street without stopping - even for a ball, pet or any other reason. Darting into the street accounts for the majority of child pedestrian fatalities


Do not enter the street from between parked cars or behind bushes or shrubs.
