PARTICIPANT WAIVER AND RELEASE OF LIABILITY, ASSUMPTION OF RISK AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT

SAFETY STREET – DRIVING COURSE 

DISCLAIMER CLAUSE

Clackamas County Safe Communities, their officers, directors, agents, contractors, employees, volunteers, members and representatives (all hereafter collectively referred to as "Safe Communities") are not responsible for any injury, loss or damage of any kind sustained by any person while participating in the Safety Street – Driving Course (all hereafter collectively referred to as “the Event”), including injury, loss or damage which might be caused by the negligence of Safe Communities. 
TRAILER LOAN POLICY

If the Event includes use of the trailer, participant agrees to the TERMS OF AGREEMENT – TRAILER LOAN POLICY included in this document.    
DESCRIPTION OF RISKS

In consideration of my participation in the Event, I understand and acknowledge the possible risks, dangers and hazards associated with my participation in the Event including the possible risk of severe or fatal injury to myself or others.  These risks include but are not limited to the following:

a) Adverse weather conditions which could effect Event operations (i.e. high winds);

b) Physical strain caused by lifting, carrying, pushing and pulling equipment;
c) Equipment malfunctions;

d) Tripping hazards from equipment, barriers (cones) and/or surface irregularities.      

INDEMNIFICATION

In consideration of Safe Communities allowing me to voluntarily participate in the Event, I agree:

1. TO ASSUME AND ACCEPT ALL RISKS arising out of, associated with or related to my participating in the Event, even though such risks may have been caused by the negligence of Safe Communities;

2. TO BE SOLELY RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY INJURY, LOSS OR DAMAGE which I might sustain participating in the Event, even though such injury, loss or damage may have been caused by the negligence of Safe Communities;

3. TO HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFY SAFE COMMUNITIES from any and all liability for any damage to the property of, or personal injury to, any third party, resulting from my participation in the Event;

4. TO INDEMNIFY AND HOLD HARMLESS Safe Communities, each of their respective directors, officers, agents, contractors, employees, volunteers, members and representatives from any and all claims, demands, actions and costs which might arise out of my participating in the Event, even though such claims, demands, actions and costs may have been caused by the negligence of Safe Communities.

TRAILER LOAN POLICY 
Transport of trailer will be by participant. The vehicle shall be a ¾ ton vehicle or better and shall be equipped with appropriate trailer hitch (for a 2inch ball), trailer brakes and lights.  The towing vehicle should be rated to tow up to the GVWR of 2990lbs. The vehicle will be licensed and insured.  Participants will be responsible that the trailer is: transported by licensed drivers; properly secured and cleaned after use if necessary.   The trailer shall be insured by the participant when in use at the Event.  Safe Communities shall hold primary policy.  Each party agrees solely to be liable for and hold the other harmless from any claims, actions or suits arising from its acts or those of its employees, officers, directors, agents or volunteers in carrying out the purpose of this Agreement.  Each party to this Agreement agrees to maintain liability insurance for risks arising out of this Agreement, which covers the other party as an additional insured or, if self-insured, to provide coverage for those risks previously carried under the liability insurance policy of the parties.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT
I UNDERSTAND THAT THIS IS A LEGAL AGREEMENT.  It is binding upon myself as well as upon my heirs, executors and representatives, in the event of my death or incapacity.  I HAVE READ AND UNDERSTOOD ALL THE TERMS OF THIS AGREEMENT, and by signing this agreement voluntarily, I am agreeing to abide by these terms.

You must follow all safety precautions and instructions. (Entire trailer manual located inside trailer unit on side wall)

NO PERSON IS ALLOWED TO RIDE INSIDE THE TRAILER  

GENERAL: 
BEFORE USING THE TRAILER: 

□  Check the taillights, brake light and signals for proper operation. 

□  Check that the electric brakes work by operating the brake controller inside the tow vehicle.  

□  Check the tires for proper tire pressure – 90PSI (pressure gage located inside trailer).  

□  Check cargo for excessive shifting.  

□  Ensure the coupler is secured and locked to the hitch. 

□  The safety chains are attached to the tow vehicle.

□  Ensure the rear fold down stabilizing Jacks are fully retracted. 
□  The breakaway switch is connected to the tow vehicle, and the break away battery is checked. 

□  Ensure tire blocks are removed before towing trailer.  

□  Ensure doors are closed securely. 

WHILE TRAILER IS IN USE: 

Do not drive too fast for the conditions.      
Adjust driving behaviour for “sway” conditions.  

SECURING THE TRAILER: 
Extend the rear stabilizing Jacks to secure trailer.
Block tires with tire blocks. 

Ensure trailer is parked in a secure location with doors (side and back) locked.
